Breakfast Club: A wholesome breakfast available daily consisting of:

· Cereals with milk
· Yoghurts
· Water, squash
Breakfast club gives children the opportunity to socialise, meet with friends or make new ones. A relaxed atmosphere is encouraged.
Breakfast is served up until 8.15am.
After School Club: The food we provide at the Club is not intended as a substitute for a main evening meal. We provide healthy snacks, including fresh fruit and vegetables. We use fresh ingredients and follow statutory guidelines. We recognise the importance of healthy nutrition for children delivered in a calm, friendly setting.

All of our staff are DBS checked and have completed Safeguarding Training and Food Hygiene Training. There is a qualified Paediatric First Aider on duty in every club.
